This field is based on the premise that complex issues re-
quire a consideration of wide range of factors and multi-
ple levels of analysis to create, implement, evaluate, and 
sustain effective solutions.

Students  pursu-
ing this minor will be exposed to material that allow them 
to consider the full range of factors influencing population 
health and quality-of-life. The minor is open to all UH un-
dergraduate students and is compatible with all majors.

MINOR REQUIREMENTS
THE POPULATION HEALTH MINOR WILL REQUIRE

•  A minimum of 15 semester credit hours, consisting of 
   2 required courses (6 hours) and 3 electives (9 hours) 

•  9 semester hours must be completed in residence, 
   of which 6 must be at the advanced level (3000/4000) 

•  At minimum, a cumulative 2.0 GPA is required in all 
   courses in the minor.
